Mother Evelyn Hope Tyson Bethea was born in Pitt County on November 18,
1921, to the late Jarvis and Lula Tyson Sr. She departed this life on Monday,
February 21, 2022, at the age of 100.

She was
very active in the church, serving on numerous committees including the
Usher Board for the more than 60 years, the Home Mission Committee,
Pastor Aide Committee, and served as the president of the #2 Choir.
